Required Equipment (only official scout uniform materials are acceptable-no substitutes):
 Official Scout uniform shirt, short sleeves (2 recommended)' 

Official Scout uniform shorts or trousers
Official Scout uniform socks (at least 3 pr)

Official Scout uniform or special (i.e. Philmont) belt and buckle

Hiking boots or other sturdy footwear 

Rain gear, including pack cover

Uniform At NYLT, we always wear the NYLT field uniform or the NYLT activity uniform. The field uniform consists of official short-sleeved shirt with insignia correctly placed, your troop neck wear, official shorts, official belt and buckle, socks, and hiking boots or sturdy shoes. The activity uniform is the same, except that a course T-shirt is worn instead of the short sleeve shirt and neckerchief.  Two activity uniform course T-shirts will be provided at registration.   Wash buckets will be available to do laundry. You will also be provided with an official course hat so leave yours at home. 

Toilet Kit You will need toothbrush, toothpaste, floss, comb/brush, soap/shampoo, and deodorant. You may wish to consolidate the kit as much as possible. Camp Suds, which come in a bottle about the size of a bar of soap, can take the place of your shampoo, soap, laundry detergent, and dish soap for a whole week if used judiciously and is environmentally friendly.

Mess Kit No paper products will be used. Plastic or metal bowls, plates, cups and utensils are fine and you may wish to bring extra utensils. Patrol style cooking and cleaning.  

Knives Folding Scout-type pocketknife or multi-tool only. No sheath knives, switchblades or blades longer than three inches,

No Electronic equipment of any kind Two way radios, AM/FM radios, cell phones, pagers, CD players, game boys, palmtops, TVs, DVD players, laptops and the like are not needed or permitted on the course.  The only exception to this rule is a device needed for a documented disability, and the Course Director must approve it.

When in Doubt Please bring everything on this list, and nothing that is not on this list! If it is not consistent with the Scout Oath and Law leave it behind.
